The Italian population was estimated during a Workshop about Corncrake held in Vicenza in 2001. In subsequent years (2001 and 2002), new singing males (n. =8) were found in Brescia Province (Lombardia Region) in two different sites not included in IBA or protected as SPA (Bertoli & Leo, 2005).
