Bulgaria has one breeding colony of the Dalmatian pelican in the ‘Srebarna’ Maintained Reserve. The lake Srebarna locates in Nord East Bulgaria by the Danube River shore. During the period of 2005-2006 a project for monitoring of the lake has been carried out. The project monitored the lake condition and the results were use as a base of the management decisions.

1. Reed cutting: Only limited reed cutting have been regularly carried out in order to be supplied building material for the nest construction in the pelican colony. 

2. Promotion of proper fishing practices: In accordance to the Management Plan of the ‘Srebarna’ Maintained Reserve some sport fishing has been allowed in the protected area. The limited sport fishing area and the level of catch is determinates annually by the Regional Inspectorates of the Ministry of Environment and Water. This activity doesn’t have detrimental impact to the Pelican population. No commercial fishing is permitted. 
3. Management of the water level: Daily monitoring of the water level of the Srebarna Lake is carried out. The water level can be controlled due to an existing sluice-gate.

The activities in the Srebarna Maintenance Reserve have been carried out in cooperation between Regional Inspectorates of Environment and Water /REW/ under the Ministry Environment and Water /MEW/ and “Le Balkan” Foundation.  The Foundation implements the monitoring and supporting measures in the Dalmatian Pelicans colony. The measures undertaken have been agreed by the MEW. The subjects of monitoring are the number of the breeding pairs, the number of hatchlings and the number of the successfully grown up young pelicans.

The Foundation has maintaining the breeding colony and building it using the reed cut in the lake area. This activity helps very much the size of the breeding ground of the Pelican colony in the lake to be increased. In 2006 additional artificial platform were build in order to increase the number of the breeding pairs but without any success.
